1958. Initially B.Sc. and B.Sc. (Agriculture)
classes were started. Then this college was
affiliated to Agra University, Agra. At present, the
college 1is affiliated to Maa Shakumbhari
University, Saharanpur & Chaudhary Charan
Singh University, Meerut. Under-Graduate classes
are currently running in Physics, Chemistry,
Mathematics, Statistics, Agriculture, Zoology,
Botany.

The National Service Scheme (NSS) is an
Indian government-sponsored public service
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program conducted by the Department of Youth
Affairs and Sports of the Government of India.
Popularly known as NSS, the scheme was launched
in Mohan Das Karam Chand Gandhi's (Mahatma
Gandhi's) Centenary year, 24 September 1969. The
motto of NSS is 'NOT ME BUT YOU'. This
reflects the essence of democratic living and
upholds the need for selfless service and
appreciation of the other person's point of view and
also to show consideration for fellow human
beings. The college organizes regular NSS
activities and special camps. The students are
expected to work 120 hours in various service
activities in a year. The students of R.K.(P.G.)
College Shamli have involved themselves in
medico social service, AIDS awareness,
community development programs, sanitation
drives, blood donation, and cleaning and
environmental awareness seminars and also in the
celebration of national and international days such
as Republic Day, Independence Day, and Women's
Day etc. Camps are organized in rural areas on
regular basis.

Application form for admission in various
classes (including detail of the courses), can be
obtained from the month of June for each academic
session, after paying prescribed amount to the
college. Bachelor's eligibility list/cut-off list for
admission in first year will be displayed on the
Notice Board. According to the admission
declaration date, the admission shall be granted by
the admission committee; and by showing the
original certificate and mark sheet, the admission
slip will be issued and the applicants will be
required to deposit the fees immediately as per the
norms of the fee office. If the fees is not deposited
as per instructions of office, the admission of the
students would be automatically cancelled.

For Admission to the postgraduate classes,

1. After depositing the admission fee - a part of the
slip (submission), by presenting to the
admission incharge of concern subject, please
make sure your name is in the register.

2. On receipt of false certificates and false
statements, the student's admission will be
immediately cancelled. A disciplinary action can
also be taken against him/her. Fees will not be
refunded.

3. For any reason if the admission of the student is
