75% attendance in each subject is compulsory
for the university exam.

The admission of students, who have been
absent for 7 consecutive days in classes
without the permission of the principal will be
automatically cancelled. With the special
permission of the principal (admission fee
and delay charge) only, the admission will be
given again.

In case of absence from the classroom without
the permission of the principal, a fine of Rs.

The principal has the right to expel/ remove any

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Important Information Required for Scholarship

1. Information Regarding Uniform/Mobile for
students :
Students are required to attend the classes in
proper uniform prescribed by the college.

Generally admission to scheduled castes and
scheduled tribe is done free of
cost/minimum fee. Students should know
that according to rules they must deposit the
fee within 15 days of receiving the
scholarship. Apart from this, it is mandatory
for the students to submit a college fee with

in the one week after March 31st whether

they get scholarship or not.
